Security concerns for Microsoft Outlook App on I0S & Android (Karl Lutzen)

e This was an acquired product that Microsoft got from another company. You are basically giving
away your credentials to another entity. This function is either on or off, there are no levels. We
have decided to block it.

Update Data Classification for Google
e We have been approved for DCL3.
e UM'’s Chief ISO, Beth Chancellor, has officially stated that we will start investigating Cloud
options first.
o Question — Can faculty begin using Gmail? Not yet.

Purchase of new HPC clusters

e Our sole source justification for SuperMicro cluster hardware has been approved. 640 cores —
about half of the expected compute nodes will be in this purchase. When complete, the new
cluster will include a new head node, storage, and EDR infiniband interconnects. Most existing
HPC facilities will remain in place, however some aging equipment will be scheduled to be
decommissioned as the new cluster becomes active.

Migration to Canvas LMS
e Itis currently on Dr. Marley’s desk for approval.
(NOTE: After the ITCC meeting, | received a clarifying email from Provost Dr. Marley pointing
out that the LMS decision is NOT (yet) on his desk; it is presently being discussed at the UM
